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In the middle of Spring 2020 semester Covid-19 pandemics reached to Turkey and classes
began to be offered online. University infrastructure was well prepared to deal with the
technological challenges of distant learning. Course assessment methods had to be
modified in order to adapt to the new distant learning system. For example, in-class
examinations were replaced with take-home exams and term projects, and online
presentations and video screenings started to come to fore as primary teaching methods.
Also since not all the students had an immediate access to internet and laptops, student
attendance points were adjusted.
