Tarih ve Sosyoloji disiplinlerin kesisim alanini ifade eden Tarihsel Sosyoloji'ye giris
niteliginde tasarlanmis olan bu ders bu bilimsel alanin temel mantig ve metodolojik
varsayimlari ile ana yaklasimlarini incelemektedir.

inceleme ve tartismalarla temel teorik ve ampirik katkilar degerlendirilmektedir.

This course is an introduction to historical sociology, which focuses on the
intersection of history and sociology. It examines the logic and methodological
assumptions of historical sociology as a field of analysis through a survey of
representative works and developments within the evolution of the field. Substantive
paradigms of comparative and historical analysis are also illustrated through a
discussion of major works, such as those of Michael Mann, Norbert Elias, Charles
Tilly, Shmuel Eisenstadt, Theda Skocpol, Fernand Braudel, Immanuel Wallerstein,
Marc Bloch and Perry Anderson.
